Hope Lutheran Preschool is an integral part
of the Christian Education Program of Hope
Lutheran Church. The preschool
emphasizes Christian principles and
teachings as children interact and engage
in activities centered on living and learning.
The preschool provides a Christian witness
and service to the community for its young
children.

The focus of the preschool is to provide
children with age appropriate opportunities
for spiritual, emotional, social, physical and
intellectual growth. Children will grow
through play, stories, learning centers, Bible
lessons, chapel, music, arts and crafts.

The preschool offers a weekday program
for toddlers, two, three, four and five-year
old children.
